The key to a successful integration of a robotic cell is the proper selection of EOAT (End Of Arm Tooling). The EOAT needs to 
handle your product without damaging or dropping it. At the same time it needs to handle it in such a way that inertia and G-
Forces do not dislodge it from the tool. Finally, it needs to be light enough as to not require an oversized robot.
